Bathrooms:

Towels are
provided (a bath towel and a medium towel per each guest). Replacement
towels are on the 1st floor in the dresser right bedroom.

Our house is equipped with smoke and heat detectors.

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MARANZANA: BUFFER ZONE of the UNESCO-World Natural
Heritage"Langhe-Roero-Monferrato"

Maranzana has ancient roots. In the area were found findings from
the Bronze Age. The first historical evidence goes back to the year
1180: the manor of Alessandria. In 1337 the name "Marenzane"
appeared in a parliamentary report. For this reason, it is believed
that at that time the castle was already an important aristocratic
seat. From 1446 the fief belonged to the lords of Mombaruzzo and
Maranzana. Then it succumbed to the hegemony of the Marquis of
Monferrato, until it passed to the Savoy. During the Napoleonic era,
the area of Maranzana was connected to the arrondissement of
Acqui. Since 1935 it belongs to the Italian state.

The village extends along the ridge of a hill, between its beautiful
vineyards and in the middle of the protected area "Il Bosco delle
SORTI: LA COMMUNA", a particularly beautiful nature reserve and
forest area.

There is a VIEWPOINT "SAN ROCCO" with views of the surrounding
hills to the Alps on the horizon. Worth mentioning: the PATRONAGE
CHURCH. In the main square stands the medieval castle from the
1100's, which has been extended and rebuilt over the centuries, but
still perfectly preserved. It can be visited all year round, without
prior notice.

Maranzana is surrounded by communities within 20 minutes by car.
It is centrally located between the cities of Asti, Alessandria and
Acqui Terme. Acqui Terme is known for its famous, year-round
thermal spas and its GOLF COURSE.

SWIMMING POOLS, DANCING STATIONS, DISKOS ARE VERY
CLOSE.

In the summertime, the winery "LA MARANZANA" organizes the
well-attended festival "CANTINE APERTE" with free tasting.
The CULTURAL CLUB "GIACOMO BOVE" is world famous, as Captain
Bove was a great navigator, explorer and cartographer.
Every year, this association organizes several meetings and study
days dedicated to our great fellow citizen "Giacomo Bove", with the
participation of scientists of national and international repute.

OENOGASTRONOMIC PRODUCTS AND EXCELLENCES

The winery "LA MARANZANA" produces high quality wines. It is a
cooperative that exclusively processes the grapes of local members
for the production of DOP wines such as Moscato, Brachetto,
Dolcetto, Barbera, etc. Trippers and visitors who would like to take
part in a wine tasting are welcome.

Especially appreciated and famous is the WHITE TRUFFLE in our
area. Noteworthy is the local production of HONEY, FRUIT and
VEGETABLES, FORMAGETTE (goat's cheese), AMARETTI (almond
macaroons) and, of course, WINE.

THE VILLAGE

Maranzana is an excellent place to relax in peace in the countryside

and in the midst of an impressive natural landscape. Despite

comfortable connections to major roads and highways, the village is

not affected by through traffic.
